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God has a good plan that we were there
in Macau accompanying Kwok 1 (2
#@#%) and Kam Lin, when Kwok I
passed away on Feb 22 (Wednesday) at
4:40pm.

We arrived at the hospital at 2:30pm,
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and Kwok I was wide awake and
conscious, even though very desperate
for some pills to get herself some sleep
(she didn't sleep for 3 days due to
breathing trouble and leg pains). When
I approached her and said “Praise the
Lord”, she determinedly nodded her
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head in agreement. I held her hand
while singing hymns to her, and she
responded back in holding my hand
tightly. The Doctors came round at
3:15pm to check on her, and told us not
to crowd around her, otherwise she

communicate with us and would make
her breathing more difficult.

They tried to ease her breathing but
was not successful. We all prayed God
for an early release of her. We were

standing outside her room then.

Kam Lin checked on her again at around
3:50pm and I went in alsoataround 4:00pm.
Kam Lin turned around then and said Kwok
I's look had just changed. T went forward
and saw the colour of her face gone ashen
(very different from the rosy check we saw
when we first arrived) and her eyes were
half closed. However, her breathing had
become more steady and stable. I took a seat
by her bed and started singing hymns to her.

The doctor came & told us she was at
her last moment and asked us to wait
outside. That was around 4:30pm. By
4:40pm, the nurse came over and said
Kwok I had just passed away. We went
in for a look of her body. But a very
strong message was in my mind then.
“This is just a dead body, Kwok I is

now all happy and rejoicing in
heaven”. With such a strong feeling, T
feel no sorrow, but a sense of wanting
to thank God for his Wonderful work!
His plan and timing is wonderful,

because:

1) we were blessed to be there when
Kwok I passed away so Kam Lin

can have company;

2) God had answered our prayer for an
early release of her;

3) it was right around 4pm when
Kwok I’s condition changed, so
the hospital didn’t ask us to leave
(they are most strict in getting
visitors out by 4 pm);

4) it was Wednesday so things can be
arranged with good lead time for a
Saturday funeral service and we
related the news in time to be
announced at the Wednesday night
church service in Hong Kong.

Some how, Kwok T is still very much
‘alive’ in my mind. I still remember
vividly how everytime when I went to
visit her and sang hymns to her, she
would always sing with me happily.
When she became. too weak to sing she
would look at me steadfastly while I
sang, if through my singing, she would
drink in spiritual comfort and strength.
In fact, I experience that sense of

spiritual comfort and sirength from
above too! Throughout the years, she
sometimes felt weak in the Lord, but
one thing I learnt from Kwok 1 is that:
she was always willing to accept
encouragement from others, and
prayed together to seek wisdom and
strength from above.

In Kwok I's short life of 31 years, she
never gave up living while she herself
was suffering this terrible illness.
When her right arm started swelling,
she learnt to use her left hand to write,
and went on to help out in a Macau
Christian organization. She continued
to take lessons to. understand other
people and to help her to share God’s
words with others more effectively.
This testimony will remind me that T
should not be lazy in sharing the
Gospel with others, and that my heaith
and well-being are not in-my hands but
in the hands of the Lord.
