Thank Geod, I clearly sensed God's love and personal
guidance to me this summer., After my first year of
university, | was advised by the school counselors to find a
summer job to get some practical experience in the
workforce, so | searched for summer jobs while taking a
couple of summer courses. After about a month of
searching, I still could not find a decent job. 1 realized then
that 1 was looking for things to occupy my time, but God
was trying to teach me that I should seek Him first and let
Him be the master of my hife. It was clearly God's plan to
give me a break so 1 could have more time to devote to
Him, to study the bible and pray more everyday. This
allowed me to focus and reflect more on my spiritual life.

One afternoon [ went out for lunch with a sister from
church. She asked me, "Have vou thought about seeking
the Holy Spint and applying for Baptism?" [ said yes, but |
knew 1t was only a short-term urge with no action. Then she
told me that it was about time because the younger
generation in church looked up to my peers and me as their
leaders and role models. | immediately felt ashamed. How
could I be a role model when 1| was still so spiritually
immature and unstable? 1 had been thinking about Baptism,
but I was scared that T would not be able to commt to the
requirements of Baptism, so | did not take the step forward.
I now realize this was only an excuse for me to be lazy.

Then on July 23rd Mr. Chan spoke on Romans 14,
That mght, when I went home [ read the chapter again and
God hit me when 1 read verse 13: "Therefore let us stop

passing judgment on one another. Instead, make up your

mind not to put any stumbling block or obstacle in your
brother's way". It really struck me that I must 'make up my
mind'. I was indeed a stumbling block. 1 had such a clear
feeling that God used this imely message to tell me I should
not linger on. What was [ waiting for? I must move forward
and grow in the Truth, Another sister also told me that
before she got baptized, she was also having a hard time
making the decision, but she realized that if she took the step
forward, God would help her along the way.

Water Baptism is a testimony before God and the

public to commit to our church and follow God's path for the
rest of my life. It will not save me, but it is a step forward to
grow stronger as a Christian soldier.

The new is, T got baptized by His Holy Spirit. |
procrastinate in writing this piece because [ am afraid. |
haven't since, and don't want to go back to revisit the last few
months T have hived.

Hopes, disappointments, hopes, disappointments...
Sprinkle of tears...some forged laughs. . rare sincere smiles.
This was the life that |
knew.

In truth, it is like this:

Growing up. | was not
a happy child. From
childhood hospital
experiences, | have seen too
much suffering. In the
family and at church, | have
scen too much mockery,
too much jealousv. too
much greediness, ungratefulness, ungracefulness,
unmercifulness, non-compromising pride...1 have grown sick
of it. I have learned to dutifully keep my mouth shut because |
am a Chinese child, I am not to comment on, or try to
understand anything. Instead. you pretend that nothing has
happened if you are a child.

| talk to people and they don't listen. Some, like my
parcnts, listen but they don't understand. Some listen and pass
judgement before understanding because they only seek to
understand my experience from theirs. Some understand and
try to find room to trap you. | don't trust anyone anymore. |
have learned to live life on my own,

This was who | proudly call "me" until I received His
forgiveness of my sins two years ago when | felt like a glass -
a glass that was thrown against the wall and was broken. He
took me to the mirror to see that even a broken glass with scars
could be stll useful and beautiful. He gave me courage to see
myself as a normal glass again, not just normal, but a glass
that has been creatively crafted by the Potter's hand to
decorate its scars to become a beautiful mosaic glass.

However, this glass that [ am still carried with me all the

scars of love, pain, insensitivity...Even though | have

experienced His pardon personally, | was greatly confused for
a very long time. A brother from church told me that he
doubted that I have had the experience from God; because the
experience should be "simple" or "straightforward”... | dare
not tell anyone because I couldn't trust anyone to listen or to
respect anymaore.

Time passed, and eventually, the confusion and other
matters caused this glass to become broken again. The glass
that once thought of itself as beautiful and lucky is, in reality,
still unwanted and unlovable. This time, the glass was broken
into more tiny pieces. Its dream of future was shattered. It now
lacks the courage to pick up the pieces on the floor for piecing
them together. The pieces now shattered on the floor have lost
their dignity and hopes. They are just lying there knowing that
even the broken pieces are pieced back together again. It
would never be a beautiful and lovable glass. No one would
ever want il anymore,

At this, | shut oftf God's calling. "Please don't tell me that
Jesus will heal my scars.” Even when healing comes: this glass
could never have the wish and desires it once was hoping for
its future.

Secretly, I cried every night for the past year. Many
times. | asked Him to take me... (which also amazed me how
much and how hard and how persistent I could cry.) By this
time, my usual routine was to crawl on the floor as the pain and
confusion became too much for me to bear. I experience the
first time in my life truly and deeply how limited human beings
are, how unfaithful we all can be, how weak and how poor |
am. What was human that's left of me is just like a worm. |
know nothing. I don't know what love is. [ don't know what
hope is. | don't know what life is about. I don't even know who
I am anymore.

I needed someone to help me; but no one could. Mum,
Dad. Sis...l1 knew they tried, but they never knew who [ am.
Expecting anything more from them would only add to my
own disappointment. Amidst all these, however, God did send
me an angel who called nightly to pray for me. If T wouldn't

answer the phone, he would send me a prayer over email...so

that | was able to at least tell myself. "I will be fine. Tam still

surviving”... literally, by the grace of God. I felt that I am that




little starfish in the palm of His hands, that he can choose to
crush me; but instead, he comforts me. Unfortunately, 1 have
grown so fragile that the slightest stroke on my back hurts.

Due to time constraints, | couldn't go to church during
our revival meetings and couldn't go to summer camp even
though I honestly wanted to. Of course, nobody believed it.
Not even Mum and Dad...to them "I couldn't" means "1
wouldn't" because | have grown apart from church. Deeply
hurt and upset by the unmercifulness and ungracefulness of
others who call themselves "Christians”, | learned to isolate
myself. Nevertheless, [ know that by this time, not even the angel
He has sent me can help. 1 needed Him by my side. | need to know
that I am not being the unfaithful bride. 1 couldn't make it to
service, but | prayed during our prayer time, whenever
possible. However, these prayers turned into tears every
time, which made me want to get up and walk away...but He
kept whispering to me, gently..."Let me comfort you". This
was prayer until Mon. evening. I realized that life cannot be
like this. This is unproductive, secretely painful, and certainly
not the Talent He has entrusted me with. So finally, with my
courage gathered, I shouted silently, "Lord, help me, YOU
help me...UP...must get UP!!!" At that, He graciously granted
me the baptism of the Holy Spinit at Aug. 11th 8:30, to be
exact. A gift so gentle, pure and graceful. At that instant, he
reminded me of the last words to a song that I loved "4 H #2
5 - B DY RERAR O E R IR

In retrospect, I have felt his Holy Spirit several times in
the past, but denied it every time. Nevertheless, He has
chosen to gracefully bestow it upon me - A gift entrusted.
Then heard Him saying, "it is finished!"

In the midst of pain and chaos, surprisingly | finally
experience my God as a personal God. Yes, we all have our
own belief system and believe in God in our own ways. As for
me, | always believed in this God but have never experienced
him in such an intimate level. | am sorry, | cannot share my
experience of God with you. It will be your own journey. My
God 1s my personal God and you will have to know yours
better, nobody can ever tell me that God did not forgive my
sins because now I KNOW He did.

Now, my eyes are finally opened wide to see God's
glory because this was the moment | encountered him, the
moment when [ know that | don't know anything.

He is, therefore, | am. Now | know that | can hope to
grow beyond my own meagre lifetime.
