I) Born again of “water” and of “the Spirit”
1. The foundation of the Full Gospel — Remission of Sins, Baptism of the Holy Spirit
(receiving “God’s Grace”)
2. Whoever does not have the Spirit of Christ does not belong to Him. (Romans 8:9b)
3. The Spirit is the guarantee that we shall receive what God has promised His people.
(Ephesians 1:14)

I1) Who needs to be born again?
1. One who desires to enter the Kingdom of God (desires to be a “true” Christian)
2. One who was born again, but whose current spiritual life only has a reputation of being
alive, but in reality it’s dead. (The Sardis Church — Revelation 3:1-2)

I11) Necessary actions
1. Seize the opportunity (Isaiah 55:6)
2. Make up one’s mind, confess one’s sins and repent, seek the in-dwelling of the Holy
Spirit.
3. If one’s spiritual life only has a reputation of being alive, but in reality it’s dead ...
(Revelation 3:3)
a. Remember how one has received and heard
b. Obey (hold fast)
c. Repent
d. Be watchful
